I) Implementation of the “Principles of Deontology and Rules of Organization for
Notariats of the UINL* in the UINL Member States

1) Have the principles been implemented in your state?

A. In Japan, the principles are implemented in line with the nature of the principles
within the scope of conforming to the laws and regulations of Japan.

2) If so, how (e.g. as a national law, as a guideline of the district or national professional
organisation, etc.)?

A. Some of the contents of the principles are prescribed as laws and regulations of Japan,
and are stipulated as the duties of the notary. Even with regard to other parts which are
not prescribed in law, a substantial portion are prescribed in the Notary Code of Ethics,
which was approved by a resolution made by a general meeting of the Japan National
Notaries Association (hereinafter referred to as “Code of Ethics™), with which the
notaries are expected to comply. Moreover, in general, the principles are recognized to
be guidelines for the activities of the notaries within the extent that they are consistent
with the laws and regulations of Japan and the Code of Ethics.

II) Implementation of the principles in practice

1) Is compliance with the principles checked and controlled in your country?

A. Compliance is subject to checks and control as indicated in the answer to A) I) 2)
above.

2) If so, please describe the assessment procedure, in particular also the responsibility.

A. In terms of the law, the Minister of Justice, who has the authority to supervise the
notaries, or the Director of the competent Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs
Bureau, who handles the processes relating to the supervision (Article 74 of the Notary
Act (hereinafter referred to as “Act”) (collectively referred to as “person with authority
to supervise”), has the authority to inspect the documents or records kept by the notary
(Article 77 of the Act), but other than these Articles, there are no provisions in the laws
or regulations which prescribe general procedures for investigating or assessing whether
or not a notary has violated the principles.

However, if the fact of a violation is recognized and it is deemed to be an act which
violates the duties of the notary or is deemed to be an act which discredits the integrity
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of the notary, and the Minister of Justice is to impose disciplinary action on the notary
(Article 79, Article 81 of the Act), it is necessary to follow the procedures prescribed by
the Administrative Procedure Act and other laws and regulations with regard to
providing the notary with an opportunity to give an explanation and other administrative
dispositions.

3) What sanctions are applied in the event of non-compliance?

A. Regarding the sanctions that are applied in the event of non-compliance, there are five

types of disciplinary action that may be imposed by the Minister of Justice in cases
where the grounds given in A) II 2) above are recognized: (1) reprimand; (2) a
non-criminal fine of not more than 100,000 yen; (3) suspension from duty for a period
of not more than one year; (4) reassignment; and (5) dismissal; and in order for the
disciplinary action in (2) to (5) to be taken, the prescribed resolution of the Council is
required.
With regard to the exercise of authority which does not go as far as disciplinary action,
there are two measures which can be taken: directions issued by the person with
authority to supervise (if a notary does not properly handle his or her duties, attention
will be called to the notary with regard to the improper performance of duties and
directions issued to the notary as to how to perform the duties properly) and an
admonition (where the notary is admonished with regard to inappropriate conduct in
light of the notary’s position whether in the course of the performance of duties or not).
In this case, the notary must be provided with an opportunity to give an explanation
before the admonition is issued.

B) Organisation of the notariat (notarial office and profession)
I ) The notary as a holder of a public office

1) Are the notaries in your country independent holders of a public office?

A. Yes. Although two or more notaries may jointly set up a single office (joint office)
(Article 54 of the Ordinance for Enforcement of the Notary Act (hereinafter referred to
as “Ordinance™)), a single notary is not permitted to have a number of offices.

2) If so, please briefly describe how this public office is structured.

A. The notary office consists of the notary and a clerk (Article 24 of the Act) to assist with

the duties.

3) If not, please briefly describe the position of the notary in your country.

1) Personal and professional qualification
(a) Which admission requirements exist in your country (e.g. legal examination, study of
law with diploma, special notarial examination, etc.)?
A. In order to be appointed as a notary, it is necessary to fulfil certain requirements
for qualification and not to come under the grounds for disqualification.
A Qualification requirements
(1) The notary must be a Japanese citizen and to have reached the age of majority
(Article 12, paragraph (1), item (i) of the Act)
(2) The notary must come under all of the following.

a. The notary must complete practical training as an apprentice for at least six
months after passing a specified examination (Article 12, paragraph (1), item
(ii)) of the Act; however, regarding this requirement, although the rules
concerning notary examinations and practical training are to be specified by
the Minister of Justice (Article 12, paragraph (2) of the Act), these rules have
not been prepared and notaries do not actually take a specified examination).

b. A person qualified as a judge (excluding judges of the summary courts), a
public prosecutor (excluding assistant public prosecutors) or attorneys at law
may be appointed as a notary without having passed the notary examination or
completed the associated practical training (Article 13 of the Act). (The reason
for the exclusions is that the judges of the summary courts and assistant public
prosecutors, unlike ordinary judges (assistant judges) and prosecutors, are only
allowed to perform the duties of judges or prosecutors, in terms of the law, for
only relatively minor cases.

c. The Minister of Justice may appoint a notary from among persons who have
been engaged in legal affairs for many years and have thereby acquired the
relevant knowledge and experience equivalent to those held by the persons
referred to in b, and who have been selected by the Council for Special
Appointment of Prosecutors and Notaries (Article 13-2 of the Act).

Persons who have the qualification of b or ¢ are able to apply at the time of public
recruitment (three times a year for b, once a year for c) held since 2003, and
notaries are appointed from among these applicants.

B  Grounds for disqualification (Article 14 of the Act)

(i) A person who was sentenced to imprisonment or a heavier punishment,
except for person who were sentenced to imprisonment for not more than two
years and who have served the sentence or are no longer subject to execution
of the sentence;

(ii)) A person who was subject to an order of commencement of bankruptcy
proceedings and has yet to have their rights restored; and
(ii1) A judge who has been dismissed by judicial decision, a government employee
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dismissed from civil service following a disciplinary action or an attorney
disbarred under the Attorney Act where two years have not yet passed from
such dismissal or disbarment.
(b) What are the criteria for selection from several applicants (examination results, work
experience, etc.)?

A. As explained in B) II) 1) (a) above, a qualification examination is not held, and the
applicants who can apply at the time of public recruitment are also limited, and
therefore, there are no criteria for selection per se.

(c) How is the personal and professional qualification of notaries ensured in your
country?

A. As described in B) II) 1) (a) above.

2) Authentication obligation and legality
(a) Is there an authentication obligation in your country?

A. Generally, if a notary has been commissioned to authenticate or to prepare a notarial
instrument, the notary bears the obligation to agree to the commission. However, this
excludes the cases of B) II) 2) (c) below.

(b) Please explain briefly the form in which it exists.

A. Article 3 of the Act stipulates that a notary cannot refuse a commission including

authentication unless there are justifiable grounds for doing so.
(c) In which cases is the notary entitled to refuse his public activity?

A. It is possible to refuse a commission in the following cases. Of these, in cases of (1)
to (3), refusal is mandatory; in cases of (4) and (5), even when coming under the
grounds, supplemental correction is permitted when preparing the notarial instrument,
and in cases of (6), refusal is discretionary according to the provisions.

(1) The notary must not create any instrument with regard to matters that are in
violation of laws and regulations, juridical acts that are void, or juridical acts
that may be rescinded on the grounds of limited capacity (Article 26 of the
Act).

(2) The notary must not create any instrument in a foreign language (Article 27 of
the Act).

(3) The notary must not create any instrument if the client or the client’s
representative has not followed the procedures to prove his or her identity
(Article 28 of the Act, paragraph (2)).

(4) The notary must not create any instrument if the representative does not
submit a certificate to prove the authority to represent (Article 32 of the Act,
paragraph (1)).

(5) The notary must not create an instrument with regard to a juridical act which
requires a third party’s permission or consent unless a certificate proving the
third party gave permission or consent is submitted (Article 33 of the Act,
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paragraph (1)).

(6) The notary does not have to create any instrument if the client refuses to
prepay a fee despite being asked to do so (Order for Notary Fees (hereinafter
referred to as the “Order on Fees”) (Article 6, paragraph (2)).

(d) In which cases does the notary have to refuse the public activity/ authentication in
your country? - Are there any regulations on this?

A. As described in B) 1I) 2) (c) above.

(e) If so, please describe them briefly.

A. As described in B) 1I) 2) (c¢) above.

(f) What are the criteria by which the notary can identify an action as illegal?

A. The laws and regulations based on the Constitution of Japan, and sound common
sense based on social norms in accordance with these laws and regulations.

(g) Does the notary have documentation obligations when recognizing an illegal action

in order for the courts to be able to verify the incidents?

A. In general, there is no such obligation, but if a notary refuses to handle a
commissioned process, the notary must deliver a written statement of reasons for
such refusal to the client if the client so requests (Article 12 of the Ordinance).

(h) Is there a legal remedy against the refusal of the authentication or any other public
activity by the notary (can it be contested)?

A. Yes, there is.

(1) If so, please explain the jurisdiction and procedure.

A. With regard to the handling of commissioned processes, the client or interested
parties may file an objection with the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or
District Legal Affairs Bureau who is the supervising officer (Article 78 of the Act,
paragraph (1)). Further, if a person is dissatisfied with the disposition on the
objection, he or she may file another objection with the Minister of Justice
(paragraph (2) of the same Article).

It is also possible to seek remedy through a civil suit.

() Do notaries also have, in addition to the obligation to refuse their activity, reporting
and notification obligations, such as, for example, the obligation to report suspicious
activity in accordance with the provisions of the Money Laundering Directive?

A. The Money Laundering Directive itself does not apply to Japan, but based on the
FATF recommendations, in Japan, specified business operators have the obligation
to report suspicious transactions pursuant to the “Act on Prevention of Transfer of
Criminal Proceeds” (hereinafter referred to as “Criminal Proceeds Act”), but
notaries are not included in these specified business operators, and there are no other
laws or regulations which impose a reporting obligation or notification obligation on
notaries.

(k) If so, please specify the reporting and notification requirements and the

3) Impartiality
(a) Is there a duty of impartiality in your country? — Is it laid down in the legislation?

A. As described in B) II) 3) (b) (c) below, the duty of impartiality is laid down in the
legislation to a certain extent.

(b) If so, in which form — what are the obligations of the notary?

A. In cases where the notary has a particular connection to a party in the case or the
contents of the case, it is deemed that the notary will not be able to execute his or
her duties in such case. What constitutes a “particular connection” is laid down in
the legislation, and it is said to be grounds for exclusion.

(c) How far does the impartiality obligation of the notary go (e.g. prohibition of
authentication if the notary was involved in the same matter before)?

A. The grounds that are considered to be the grounds for exclusion stated in B) II) 3)
(b) above are as follows (Article 22 of the Act).

(1) The notary is or was the spouse or a relative within the fourth degree of kinship
of, or a relative living together with, the client or the client’s representative or
any person who has an interest in any of the commissioned matters;

(2) The notary is a statutory agent, curator or assistant of the client or the client’s
representative

(3) The notary has an interest in any of the commissioned matters; and

(4) The notary is or was a representative or assistant in court with regard to any of
the commissioned matters.

4) Independence
(a) What is your understanding of factual and economic independence?

A. The notary is able to exercise the individual duties of a notary at his or her own
discretion and responsibility based on his or her personal judgment both legally and
practically, without being subject to instructions or orders from others.

(b) Are the notaries in your country obliged to be independent in factual matters and
economically?

A. Yes. Notaries are independent in the sense that they do not receive instructions
from others about the performance of the duties themselves, and aside from the
prescribed fees, do not receive a salary or other compensation for their duties, and
they are also positioned as being independent.

(c) Are there any legal or customary regulations that are intended to ensure this
independence in factual and economic terms?

A. Yes.

(d) If so, how are they structured (examples: Economic measures such as pension scheme
to secure pension payments in old age, fixed scale of fees; repressive measures such
as compensation obligations, disciplinary measures, etc.)?
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A. The independence of the notary is ensured by such means as prescribing the notary
is able to request the fee specified in the Order on Fees, a daily allowance and travel
expenses, the fee required for delivery and a registration fee, but otherwise is not
permitted to receive remuneration for a case that he or she has handled, under any
name whatsoever (Article 7, paragraphs (1) and (2) of the Act).

(e) Are there any restrictions to independence, such as an authentication obligation or a
mandatory authentication procedure? If so, which ones?

A. There is the obligation of accepting a commission. See B) II) 2) above.

(f) Are there any regulations on cooperation with lawyers or other legal advisors or
economic professions or other professions? If so, please explain them.

A. No.

5) Obligation of confidentiality
(a) How is the obligation of notarial confidentiality defined?

A. The notary may not disclose details of any case that he or she handles unless
otherwise provided for by law or if the notary has obtained the consent of the client
(Article 4 of the Act).

(b) Are there exceptions or exemptions from professional secrecy - please name the case
groups (e.g. testimony) if necessary.

A. Cases that are otherwise provided for by law include cases coming under the
proviso to Article 149 of the Code of Criminal Procedure (refusal to give testimony
is not permitted when the person in question has given consent, when the refusal is
deemed to be an abuse of rights wholly for the interests of the accused), cases
where an investigating agency has made inquiries about necessary matters pursuant
to Article 197, paragraph (2) of the same Code, and cases where a national tax
organization official seeks to browse a notarial instrument or question a notary,
where necessary, with regard to an investigation into or collection of inheritance tax
or gift tax pertaining to specified taxpayers (Article 74-3, paragraph (2) of the
National Tax Collection Act).

(c) Please describe the procedure (exemption by interested parties or the authority
competent for granting the exemption, application, hearing, etc.).

A. Refusal to give testimony will depend on the procedures specified by the Code of
Civil Procedure and the Code of Criminal Procedure, but otherwise there are no
specific procedures which have been laid down.

(d) How do notaries ensure that their employees observe secrecy?

A. No obligation of confidentiality is imposed on clerks, who assist with the duties of
the notary, under the laws or regulations, but with regard to the matters handled by
the office, the notary has the clerk pledge in advance not to divulge the matters that
the notary is not permitted to divulge when performing the duties of a notary (Article
6 of the Act). If a clerk discloses a secret in violation of this pledge, it is understood
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that the notary will not be exempt from liability even when considerable care was
given to appointment and supervision of the clerk (Article 1 of the State Redress
Act; proviso to Article 715, paragraph (1) of the Civil Code).

(e) What obligations do notaries have towards third parties with whom the notary
cooperates - do they have to pass on the obligation to secrecy? If so, how?

A. There are no laws or regulations stipulating these obligations.

(f) How is professional secrecy protected in the context of electronic/digital processes?

A. Electronic documents pertaining to the electronic articles of incorporation that have
been authenticated are entrusted to a business operator, which has entered into a
contract with the Japan National Notaries Association holding the system, and which
stores the electronic data. With respect to wills by notarized document, in order to be
able to restore a notarial instrument when the original of the notarial instrument in a
paper form which was stored by the notary office has been lost, the Japan National
Notaries Association itself keeps the electronic data of the original paper notarial
instrument at an archive in Japan. In any case, the electronic data is strictly stored,
and professional secrets are protected.

(g) Are there special regulations regarding data storage on servers (e.g. prohibition of
storage on foreign servers)?

A. Although there are no special regulations, storage at a foreign server is not
envisaged at the present time.

(h) Have new data protection provisions, such as the EU General Data Protection
Regulation changed something in previous practice?

A. Since the EU General Data Protection Regulations do not apply to Japan, and
recently there is no new legislation in Japan concerning data protection which affects
negotiation practices, there have been no particular changes made to the practices of
data protection in the notarization work.

(1) If so, please explain the changes and the implementation of the new regulations.

6) Liability of the notary

A. Yes.

(b) How is notarial liability structured (scale of fault, extent of liability, subsidiarity,
claimant, etc.)?

A. The notary is a person who engages in the work of notarization having been
appointed by the Minister of Justice and positioned as a national public officer.
Article 1 of the State Redress Act states, “When a public officer who exercises the
public authority of the State or of a public entity has, in the course of his/her duties,
unlawfully inflicted damage on another person intentionally or negligently, the State
or public entity shall assume the responsibility to compensate therefor”, and in
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paragraph (2) of the same Article, “In the case referred to in the preceding paragraph,
when there was intent or gross negligence on the part of the public officer, the State
or public entity shall have the right to obtain reimbursement from that public officer”,
and accordingly the notary bears responsibility as this “public officer”.
In addition, for disciplinary action taken against the notary, see A) II) 3) above.
(c) Who is liable in the event of a professional association of several notaries or other
professionals with notaries?

A. Those who are deemed to be liable to pay compensation under the State Redress Act
or the Civil Code are liable, but who is liable and what kind of compensation
depends on the facts.

(d) What is the form of liability in the event of damage being caused by a deputy notary?

A. The deputy notary who exercised the duties is responsible.

(e) Is it compulsory to take out liability insurance to cover such damages?

A. It is not compulsory.

(f) If so, please explain the structure of the liability insurance system (scope of coverage,

default liability, sanction in case of non-existence of an insurance, etc.)?

A. As described in B) II) 1) (a) and B) 1) 2) above, and otherwise there are no other
legal or institutional conditions.

A. There is no “compulsory” training in the literal sense, but the Japan National Notaries
Association and district notary associations (see B) XII) 1)) hold various training
sessions in order to improve the quality of the notaries and improve the notarization
work, and based on the Code of Ethics, notaries are expected to participate in the training
sessions conducted by the Japan National Notaries Association or others (Article 4 of the
Code of Ethics).

S) If so, please describe the mandatory training measures (legal areas, rotation, who is

affected: notary, employees and candidates, etc.).

6) Do corresponding examinations have to be taken?

A. Regarding training sessions conducted by the Japan National Notaries Association or
others, corresponding examinations do not have to be taken in order to be able to
participate in the training.

7) If so, what are the consequences of the examination results?

A.N/A

8) Is it possible to change to another notarial post in your country?

A. When appointing a notary, the Minister of Justice designates the Legal Affairs Bureau
or the District Legal Affairs Bureau to which the notary is to be affiliated (Article 11 of
the Act), but there is the disposition of reassignment of the affiliated Legal Affairs
Bureau or the District Legal Affairs Bureau (Article 80, item 5 of the Act), which is a
form of disciplinary action to be taken against a notary, but there are no other provisions
in the laws and regulations concerning changing the status of the notary or procedures
therefor, etc., while maintaining the post of the appointed notary public.

9) If so, please describe the procedure for changing to another notarial post or another

area/district of competence.

A. As described in B) IIT) 8) above.

10) When does the term of office end (limited or unlimited) and what are the reasons for this

(e.g. reaching the age limit, removal from office, etc.)?
A. The term of office of the notary ends in the following cases:
(1) The notary has died or lost Japanese nationality (Article 12, item (i) of the Act).
(2) When one of the following grounds arises in relation to the notary (Article 16, Article
14, items (i) and (ii) of the Act).
(i) When the notary has been sentenced to imprisonment without work or a heavier
sentence, or
(i) When the notary has become subject to the commencement of bankruptcy
proceedings.
(3) The notary has become subject to the disciplinary action of dismissal (Article 80, item
(v) of the Act).
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(4) In cases where the Minister of Justice has dismissed the notary due to one of the

following grounds (Article 15, paragraph (1) of the Act)

(1) When a notary wishes to be dismissed and makes a request to such effect,

(i1) When the notary has not paid the fidelity guarantee deposit (Article 19 of the Act) or
any shortfall in the fidelity guarantee deposit within the stipulated period,

(iii)) When the notary reaches the age of 70, or

(iv) When the notary is no longer able to perform the duties due to physical or mental
weakness.

IV)The personal exercise of the office

1) Is representation of the notary permissible?

A. Yes, under limited and strict conditions prescribed by laws and regulations.

2) If so, please explain the procedure (requirements for representatives, appointment,
responsibilities, remuneration).

A. (1) The law prescribes the following two methods of establishing representation.

(1) Representation by commission (Article 63 of the Act)

If a notary is unable to perform his or her duties (referred to below as “represented
notary”), the notary may commission another notary (referred to below as
“representing notary™) in the jurisdictional district of the same Legal Affairs
Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau to act as the first notary’s representative,
and the represented notary must notify the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or
District Legal Affairs Bureau with which he or she is affiliated without delay of
this commission or of cancelling such commission.

(ii) Representation through an order (Article 64 of the Act)

If a notary who is unable to perform the duties of a notary does not commission
another notary as given in (i) or is unable to commission another notary to act as
the first notary’s representative, the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District
Legal Affairs Bureau with which the notary is affiliated may order another notary
in the jurisdictional district of the same Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal
Affairs Bureau to act as the notary’s representative. When the represented notary is
able to perform the duties again, the representing notary will be relieved from the
post.

(2) The representing notary shall perform the duties at the office of the notary for whom
the representing notary acts (Article 65, paragraph (1) of the Act).

(3) When the representing notary prepares or authenticates a certificate, or a signature is
otherwise required, the representing notary must state the official title, name,
affiliation, and location of the office of the notary of the represented notary, and state
that he or she is the representative of the notary (Article 65 of the Act, paragraph (2)).
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(4) The fees paid in connection with the duties performed by the representing notary
shall belong to the representing notary, but the representing notary shall also assume
the costs for the performance of the duties related to the representation. Different
handling is not permitted for operational reasons.

3) Is parallel exercise of the office by the notary and his representative permissible?

A. Since the representing notary is only assigned in the cases shown in B) IV) 2)(i) above,
such parallel exercise is never permitted.

4) Is an absence of the notary permissible and what obligations does the notary have in this
case in order to ensure that his official duties are carried out correctly during his absence?

A. Interpreting “absence” to mean it is impossible for a notary to perform the duties of the
notary, the representing notary who has been assigned in this situation would assume the
obligation of exercising the same duties as the represented notary.

5) What happens in the event of illness or other reasons for the notary being absent?

A. The duties will be carried out by the representing notary.

6) Please explain the procedure (reporting requirements, length of absence, return to office
possible or not possible, who receives the fees?)

A. As described in B) IV) 2) above.

7) To what extent can the notary employ auxiliary staff; what tasks can auxiliary staff
perform?

A. The notary is able to appoint a clerk to assist with the duties of the notary at the office
with the approval of the Director of the affiliated Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal
Affairs Bureau (Article 24, paragraph (1) of the Act). Although there are no provisions
in the laws and regulations concerning the number of clerks and qualification
requirements, when the notary applies for approval of a clerk, a copy of the resume of
the person who is to become a clerk and a copy of the family register or residence
certificate must be attached to the application (Article 5 of the Ordinance). In cases
where a notary has an assistant who, in practical terms, performs the duties of a clerk
without being approved, the notary may be subject to disciplinary action as a violation
of duties.

The clerk assists with the duties affiliated with the authority of the office of the notary
under the supervision of the notary.

V) Restriction of freedom to exercise the notarial profession

1) Quantitative restrictions
The number of notaries is regulated by law (Numerus Regulatus) in order to adjust the
provision of the service appropriately.
(a) Is there a quantitative restriction of the number of notarial posts in your country?
A. There is restriction.
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(b) If so, please briefly explain the criteria for determining the number of notarial posts.

A. The fixed number of notaries is specified for each Legal Affairs Bureau or District
Legal Affairs Bureau in accordance with the Notary Fixed Number Rule.

(c) What is the average ratio of the number of inhabitants per notary?

A. Although the number varies from region to region, the average number of citizens
per notary is about 2,524,000 as of March 2019 in Japan.

(d) How would you rate this ratio - should it be increased, reduced or maintained?

A. This ratio is calculated using the Notary Fixed Number Rule, but since this rule is
decided based on the notary’s duties as stipulated in the Notary Act and the notary’s
duties are as stipulated in this Act, as a person in the position of being granted
authority based on this law, we don’t think it would be right for me to discuss the
appropriateness of the ratio.

(e) Please state the reasons for your above reply.
A. As described in B) V) 1) (d) above.
Secondary occupation
(a) May the notary have a secondary occupation in addition to the exercise of his office?

A. In principle, the notary cannot have a secondary occupation.

(b) If so, are there any restrictions (e.g. only certain secondary occupations, only after
notification or permission, etc.)?

A. The notary is obliged to perform duties exclusively, and unless he or she has
received permission from the Minister of Justice, is not allowed to undertake any
other public duty, conduct commercial business or serve as a representative or
employee of any commercial company or incorporated association for profit
concurrently with the duties of the notary (Article 5 of the Act).

(c) Please explain briefly the permission procedure if applicable.

A. A notary who intends to engage in an occupation concurrently with the official
duties or work other than the official duties must apply to the Minister of Justice for
permission.

Admissibility of professional associations / association of several notaries
(a) Which regulations apply to the professional association of several notaries?

A. As described below in B) XII).

(b) How is it possible to counterbalance the tension between the principle of the selection
of best candidates and the freedom of professional associations in your country?

A. Since the intent of the law in having no provisions on selection is to leave selection
to the discretion of the notary association, which is in the best position to select the
most suitable candidate, there is no “tension” as posed by the question.

(c) Is there a fixed place of joint exercise of office? Does it have to be necessarily
performed at the same place?

A. Two or more notaries are allowed to establish a joint office where they share the
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office or income and expenditure in whole or in part if this is necessary to streamline
their work and improve the quality of the notaries (Article 54 of the Ordinance).
Even in this case, the joint office is one office, and the notaries who intend to
establish an office must establish an office in the place designated by the Minister of
Justice (Article 18, paragraph (1) of the Act), and attach the necessary documents
and seek approval from the Director of the affiliated Legal Affairs Bureau or District
Legal Affairs Bureau (Article 1, paragraph (1) of the Ordinance), while the joint
office is deemed to be in this one place.
(d) How does filling of vacancies work?
A. As described in B)II) 1) (a) above, and successively supplemented by public
recruitment seeking qualified candidates.
(e) According to which principles the revenue is distributed?
A. The income attributable to the performance of the duties belongs to the notary who
carried out the duties, and there is no problem of distribution at that stage.
4) System of notarial fees
(a) Fixed tariffs
(1) Are there fixed tariffs in your country? Where (law, guidelines of a professional
organisation, etc.) and by whom are they determined?

A. The fee received by the notary, the fee for commissioned registration, the fee
required for delivery, the daily allowance and travel expenses are stipulated as
fixed amounts in the Order on Fees.

(i1) Please explain briefly the system of notarial fees in your country.

A. Regarding the preparation of a notarial instrument, in principle, it is based on
the value of the purpose of the juridical act described in the certificate, but for
specific juridical acts, there is a fixed amount for each act for which separate
special provisions have been established, and the abovementioned fees will be
added per number of certificates (Articles 9 to 33 of the Order on Fees).
Regarding the fee for authentication, in principle, the fixed amount depends on
the document to be authenticated, but special measures exist for this as well
(Articles 34 to Article 36 of the Order on Fees).

For an overview of the Order on Fees, please refer to section “S) What are the
fees for making notarial instruments?”” on the Japanese National Notaries
Association website (English version).

(ii1) Is it possible to negotiate about the fees?
A. It is not possible.
(iv)Are there reduced fees?
A. None other than the special measures stipulated in the Order on Fees.
(v) If so, in which cases?
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A. There are a considerable number of items that the Order on Fees prescribes as
special measures, and the principal ones are stipulated as special measures for
secondary juridical acts for fees to prepare a notarial instrument (Article 23 of
the Order on Fees). For example, when a notarial instrument for a loan
agreement is prepared, even if a guarantee agreement on the obligation of
repayment is also included in the same notarial instrument, the guarantee
agreement is a secondary juridical act that is subject to the loan agreement, and
therefore, a fee for the guarantee agreement is not applied. On the other hand, if
the same guarantee agreement is described in a separate notarial instrument, a
fee must be paid based on the amount of the guaranteed loan.

(b) Ban on sharing the fees
(1) Is there a ban on sharing notarial fees in your legal system?

A. There is no such ban.

(i1) Please describe briefly how this prohibition is put into practice concretely.

A.N/A

A. A third party cannot participate in the sharing of notarial fees.

5) Maintaining an office location
(a) Are notaries in your country obliged to maintain an office?

A. The notary must establish an office at the place designated by the Minister of Justice
(Article 18, paragraph (1) of the Act), but since the notary does not receive a salary,
expenses or other compensation from the state, the notary does have to pay the
expenses including personnel and building costs for the established office, and so in
this sense, it can be said that the notary is obliged to maintain the office.

(b) If so, are there any special requirements for the office (e.g.: size, accessibility,
opening hours, etc.)?

A. Although no special requirements are stipulated, if a notary wishes to establish an
office in the place designated by the Minister of Justice, the notary must obtain
approval from the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs
Bureau to which the notary belongs by attaching a written statement on the position
of the office, the structure of the building and the environs (Article 1, paragraph (1)
of the Ordinance).

In addition, the office hours of the notary are, in principle, set to be based on the
working hours of the officials of the Ministry of Justice (Article 9, paragraph (1) of
the Ordinance), and the current working hours are 38 hours and 45 minutes per week,
divided into 7 hours 45 minutes per day 5 days a week from Monday to Friday.
(c) Is it possible to exercise the notarial function outside the office?
A. The notary is required to perform his or her duties at the office of the notary
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although there are special exceptions (Article 18, paragraph (2) of the Act).
(d) If so, under which conditions?
A. (1) Cases where the execution of duties in the office is impossible due to the nature
of the case.

For example, the duties may be executed outside of the office in cases where
the a notary prepares a notarial instrument with regard to facts concerning
private rights other than a juridical act, cases where with respect to the
preparation of a notarial instrument concerning a juridical act, it can be
confirmed that the client’s state of health is such that it is extremely difficult
for the client to appear at the office, and it is deemed fitting to hear about the
contents of the juridical act directly from the client, and cases where the
parties cannot appear at the notary’s office for the certification of a private
instrument due to illness or other reasons and the client needs to sign the
document in front of the notary.

(2) Cases otherwise provided for by the laws and regulations.

(1) Cases of preparing a notarized will (Article 57 of the Act).
(i)Cases of preparing a noting protest (Article 7 of the Order on Noting
Protests).
(e) Is it allowed to have several offices?
A. No, it is not allowed.
(f) If so, under which conditions?

6) Local jurisdiction
(a) Area of competence /district
(1) Are there determined geographic areas of competence?
A. The area of execution of the duties is determined by the laws and regulations.
(i1) If so, how are they determined?

A. The area of the notary’s execution of duties is per jurisdictional district of the
affiliated Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau (Article 17 of
the Act). Therefore, the notary cannot execute duties outside of the
jurisdictional district of the affiliated Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal
Affairs Bureau. However, since the area concerning the execution of duties is a
provision concerning the place where the notary is able to execute his or her
duties, this does not mean the notary can perform duties only in cases occurring
within the area of execution of their duties or in cases where the client is
residing within such area. Therefore, as long as the duties themselves are
performed within the area of the execution of duties, the duties can be executed
even in cases occurring outside of the area of execution of the duties, or in cases
where the client is residing outside the area of the execution of duties.
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An exception to this principle is the authentication of articles of incorporation,
since the authentication of the articles of incorporation is handled by a notary
affiliated with the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau with
jurisdiction over the head office or principal business office (Article 62-2 of
the Act).
(iii)Are all geographic areas of competence covered in your country, or are there
vacant posts? What are the causes of possible vacancies?

A. The areas of execution of duties cover all geographic areas.

(1v)Is a notary authorized to authenticate outside the geographic area he is assigned
to?

A. The notary is not authorized.

A.N/A
(i1) Which procedure must be followed - please describe it briefly (responsibility,
duty of disclosure, approval requirement, etc.)?

(vi)Are violations of the principle of exercise of the notarial function within the area
of competence checked and sanctioned?

A. A notarial instrument that violates the principle of the exercise of notarial
authority within the jurisdictional district is deemed invalid.

(vil) If so, what kind of sanctions is provided for in this case?

A. As described in B) V) 6) (a) (vi) above.
(vi)Can citizens freely choose their notary?

A. Citizens can freely choose a notary who is able to exercise his or her authority.
(ix )Are there any exceptions?

A. The authentication of the articles of incorporation is to be handled by a notary
affiliated with the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau that has
jurisdiction over the head office or principal office of the corporation (Article
62-2 of the Act), and citizens are not able to choose a notary from another
jurisdictional district.

(b) Activities abroad
(i) Are notarial activities abroad provided for or permissible in your country?
A. It is not permitted.
(1) If so, please specify.

(11)Does your legal system provide for regulations on cross-border cooperation
between notaries?

A. There are no such legal systems or regulations. However, the Japan National
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Notaries Association is a member of the UINL and engages in international
exchange and cooperation activities with various notary associations of other
countries such as by sending delegates to the various international conferences,
and conducting surveys and research on the notarization systems of other
countries and on international cooperation.
(iv) If so, please specify.

7) Jurisdiction ratione materiae / tasks and competence of notaries
(a) What kind of competences do notaries have in your country (e.g. authentication,
certification, legal advice, administration of oaths, establishment of facts such as
register certificates, draws, mediation, arbitration of disputes, acting as a succession
court or registration authority, etc.)?

A. Notaries have the authority to prepare a notarial instrument with regard to a
juridical act or any other fact concerning a private right, authenticate a private
instrument or articles of incorporation, deliver a transcript of a notarial instrument,
and commission the registration of a voluntary guardianship contract, and under
other laws and regulations, they have authority over matters deemed to be under the
authority of the notary (granting of the fixed date, etc.) (Article 1 of the Act).

Are these shared or exclusive competences or are there also mixed forms, such as the
form of solemnization for example?

A. In some cases, it is acceptable for the parties to conduct an act without the
involvement of a notary causing the same legal effect as when a notary participates,
but in the case of acts conducted in the form in the abovementioned B) V) 7) (a), is
an exclusive competence.

(b) If it is a shared competence, please explain the procedure (other competent institution,
etc.) and the relation between competences.

A.N/A

(c) Which areas of law (e.g.: real estate law, company law, succession law, family law,
transfer of movable assets such as motor vehicles) are the responsibility of notaries and
which acts (purchase contracts, property development contracts, land charges,
shareholder resolutions, applications to registers, wills, divorces, marriage contracts
and divorce agreements, etc.) does the notary cover? Please also indicate whether this
is an exclusive or a shared responsibility.

A. The authority of the notary stipulated in the Notary Act covers all areas and acts of
law and is an exclusive responsibility.

(d) In which cases is authentication or a notarial act necessary for the legal transaction to
be valid?

A. Under the laws and regulations, the following contracts are not valid unless using a
notarial instrument.
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(1) A voluntary guardianship contract (Article 3 of the Act on Voluntary
Guardianship Contracts).

(i1) Fixed term land lease rights, etc. for business purposes (Article 23 of the Act on
Land and Building Leases).

(iii) The establishment of bylaws specifying the relationship between unit owners
with regard to management and use of buildings or grounds such as a unit
ownership condominium by the person who initially owned all the exclusive
elements of the building or grounds (Article 32, Article 67, paragraph (2) of the
Act on Building Unit Ownership, etc.).

(iv) Setting and changing the enterprise mortgage (Article 3 of the Enterprise
Mortgage Act).

(v) Protest (Article 44, Article 77, paragraph (1), item (iv) of the Bills and Notes Act
and Article 1 to 3 of the Order on Noting Protests).

(e) What other obligations or responsibilities does the notary have (e.g. participation in tax
registration)?
A. Except for those listed in the following B) VII) 5), there are no other obligations or
responsibilities.
8) Advertising
(a) What is your understanding of advertising? Is direct and indirect advertising of an
individual notary permissible or prohibited?

A. In terms of the duties of the notary, advertising is used to widely publicize the
duties of the notary to the general public for further understanding.

With regard to such public relations activities, information such as the notary

office’s business contents and fees, formats such as certificates, etc., the names of

the notaries, location of the office, and the hours of the office are given on the
website of the notary’s office or in magazines under the supervision of the Japan

National Notaries Association, but since the notary is a public officer,

advertisements for commercial purposes beyond providing such objective

information are not permitted.
(b) Please explain what measures are permitted?

A. For example, the week from October 1 each year is designated Notarization Week,
and the Japan National Notaries Association backed by the Ministry of Justice, and
with the support of the Legal Affairs Bureaus and District Legal Affairs Bureaus
throughout the country conduct public relations activities such as providing
telephone counselling and setting up notarization counselling booths at the various
ward offices.

(c) Is there some kind of group advertising through professional associations in your
country?

A. The Japan National Notaries Association has an official website, and there are some
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district notary associationsthat also have a similar website. Posters are also put up to

raise awareness of the notarization system.
VI) Essential features of the notarial act

The notarial act is the epitome of legal certainty if it is appropriately provided for by law. The

trust placed in it in legal transactions is justified by the diligence of notaries.

1) What is the difference between notarial acts in your country and private acts, especially
with regard to their effect?

A. Unlike simple private instruments, a notarial instrument is a formal document that only
a notary can create. In addition, as stated in B) V') 7) (e) above, there are certain juridical
acts where a notarial instrument is required in order to ensure its validity, and as stated
in B) VI) 2), 3) below, has evidentiary value and enforcement power.

2) Do notarial acts have special probative value in your country? Please specify briefly.

A. A notarial instrumentis a document created by a public officer in the course of his or her
duties and it is presumed to have been authentically established (Article 228, paragraph
(2) of the Code of Civil Procedure), and therefore if a claim is made that the document
is forged or altered, this fact must be proven. Regarding substantial evidential value (the
effect where the contents of the document are useful as proof of verified matters), it is
left to the judgment of the judge as to whether the contents of the statements of the
parties concerning the matters stated in the notarial instrument are genuine, but as a rule
of thumb, a notarial instrument is deemed to have high evidential value.

3) Are notarial acts (directly) enforceable? - Please briefly explain the form of enforceability.

A. Regarding the notarial instruments prepared by a notary, an “execution instrument” is
directly enforceable. In order for a notarial instrument to become such an “execution
deed”, two requirements have to be met; that is (1) it has to be a notarial instrument for a
claim intending payment of a certain amount of money (or other substitute item or a
certain quantity of securities), and (2) there has to be wording agreeing to execution
(language to the effect that the debtor will not object to compulsory execution being
enforced immediately if the debtor does not fulfill its obligations) (Article 22, item (v)
of the Civil Execution Act).

4) Do the parties to a notarial act have a right to receive copies of the original?

A. The client commissioning a notarized deed or his or her successor has the right to
request the issuance of an authenticated copy and a transcript which are copies of a
notarial instrument (Article 47, paragraph (1) and Article 51 paragraph (1) of the Act).

In addition, the authenticated copy is a genuine copy of the original, which means that it
is authenticated by a notary as being an authenticated copy. Since it has the same legal
effect as the original and it is not possible to take the original out from the notary office,
it is created to exercise the same legal effect as the original in a place different from the
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place where it is being stored. The transcript is a genuine reproduction of the original that
has the authentication of the notary that it is a transcript. Although the evidential value of
the two is the same, the authenticated copy of the execution instrument can be forcibly
enforced after the certificate of execution is granted as a title of obligation.
In addition, regarding the transcript, interested persons are also able to request its
issuance (Article 51 paragraph (1) of the Act).

5) What happens with the original of an act - who keeps it and where?

A. The original of the notarial instrument must be kept in a storehouse or solid building
attached to the notary’s office (Article 26, paragraph (1) of the Ordinance). The originals
must not be taken out of the storage place.

6) Are there electronic acts?
(a) Is it possible under the legislation of your country to draw up notarial acts not only
exclusively in paper form but also exclusively in electronic form?

A. The notarial instrument is to be prepared exclusively in paper form and must not be
created in an electronic form.

(b) Is it possible to make electronic certified copies of notarial acts in paper form?

A. It is not possible.

(c) Is it possible to issue certified digital copies of all notarial acts (digital and paper
documents)?

A. Digital copies cannot be issued even for notarial instruments prepared in paper form.

(d) Who is the recipient of electronically certified documents?

A. As mentioned above, in the first place, it is impossible to electronically prove a notarial

instrument.
In terms of legislation in Japan, electronic notarization is limited to the following notarial
acts: (1) authentication of electronic private instruments, (2) authentication of electronic
articles of incorporation, and (3) assignment of date information for electromagnetic
records. In these cases the certificate created by the notary is proof of the document and is
not specifically addressed to anyone.

(e) In your opinion, can electronic acts serve the purpose of notarial acts in paper form -
please explain the reasons for your reply in a maximum of 5 sentences?

A. Although more verification is needed in relation to technical problems, there are

concerns that preserving the electronic data of a notarial instrument as the original poses

more of a risk than when the original is preserved in paper form due to the risk of
destruction, damage, hacking or tampering of the preserved original data, and moreover
concerns over whether it is possible to respond adequately to changes in the browsing
software and other technological components.
7) How are the documents, including any electronic documents, archived and stored?
A. The Ordinance prescribes that documents in paper form must be kept in a storehouse
or solid building attached to the office of the notary who created the document for the
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storage period stipulated in the Ordinance (Article 26, paragraph (1), Article 27 of the
Ordinance).
Regarding electronic documents such as the electronic articles of incorporation or others
which may be created through electronic notarization as described in the above B) VI)
6) (d), these are managed by all of the “designated notaries” specified by the Minister of
Justice, and stored on a common server.

VII) The authentication procedure

1) Are there bans on authentication and cooperation for the notary beyond cases of
illegality? For example, vis-a-vis the own spouse or other related persons?

A. It is prescribed in law that notaries are not permitted to prepare notarial instruments for
matters in violation of laws and regulations, or invalid juridical acts or juridical acts that
can be revoked due to restrictions on the capacity to act (Article 26 of the Act), and
therefore, even if it is not a case of illegality, notaries are not permitted to prepare a
notarial instrument concerning invalid juridical acts or juridical acts that may be revoked
due to restrictions on the capacity to act. This point is the same for the authentication of
private instruments (Article 60 of the Act).

In addition, the subject of the notary’s authentication is limited to private instruments,

and the notary is not able to authenticate official documents.

2) Investigation of the facts of the case
(a) Please explain to what extent the notary is obliged to determine the facts of the case.
A. With regard to the preparation of a notarial instrument and the authentication of a

private instrument, the notary has the obligation to first check the client through the
method of B)VIl) 2) (b) below.
In addition, with regard to the contents of the notarial instrument, as stated in B)VIl)
1) above, it is not possible to prepare a certificate for matters in violation of laws and
ordinances, invalid juridical acts and juridical acts that should be revoked due to
restrictions on the capacity to act, and therefore, it is deemed that the obligation of
confirming the facts extends to the legality of the content of the juridical acts as well.
In order to determine the validity of a juridical act, the notary has the obligation to
confirm the facts to decide whether the expression of the intention of the parties is
valid, whether the content of the juridical act has been finalized, and whether it is
feasible, lawful, and socially valid.
However, Article 13 of the Ordinance states that “when a notary is to create or
authenticate an instrument with regard to a juridical act, if there is a doubt about
whether or not the juridical act is valid, whether or not the party has given due
consideration to the juridical act or whether or not the party has capacity to perform
the juridical act, the notary must caution the persons concerned and have them
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provide the necessary explanation”, but it is understood that this obligation of
investigation does not require the notary to proactively investigate but imposes the
obligation of investigation only in cases where there is specific doubt in the course of
execution of the duties.
Regarding authentication of a private instrument, it is necessary not only to confirm
the authenticity of the signature, but also to conduct an examination from the
viewpoint of whether the content of the document is illegal or invalid, etc. but the
extent of the obligation of examination is determined to be the same as when
preparing a notarial instrument.

(b) Is the notary obliged to verify the facts communicated (identity, ownership,
existence of the company, persons entitled to represent the company, etc.)?

A. Article 28, paragraph (1) of the Act stipulates that, “If a notary does not know the
name of or is not acquainted with the client, the notary must have the client prove
the client’s identity by submitting a registered seal certificate issued by a public
agency, or any reliable method equivalent thereto.” Moreover, this also applies to the
representative in cases where the notary is commissioned by a representative (Article
31 of the Act).

As a result, the notary bears the legal obligation to confirm the identity of the client,
the existence of the company, the person qualified to represent the company, the
qualifications of the representative, etc. through such objective data as a seal
registration certificate, a transcript of the company registry or a power of attorney.

(c) Are there any legal requirements as to how they have to perform this function or is
this at their discretion?

A. As described in B) VII) 2) (a) (b) above.

3) Finding out the intentions of the parties and legal implementation
(a) Please explain to what extent the notary is obliged to find out the intentions of the
parties involved and to implement them legally in the act.

A. As stated in the above B) VII) 2) (a), since a notarial instrument cannot be created
for matters that violate the laws and regulations, invalid juridical acts and juridical
acts that can be cancelled due to restrictions on the capacity to act, it is necessary to
find out the real intention of the parties, and the validity of the expression of
intention, but if doubt arises as to whether a juridical act is valid, whether the parties
have given reasonable consideration to the matter, or whether there is the capacity to
perform the juridical act, the notary must caution the persons concerned, have them
provide the necessary explanation, and find out their real intention.

(b) Is the notary obliged to actively design the contracts?

A. The notary is not obliged to do so.

(c) If so, please specify in what way.
A.N/A
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(d) Are there different legal transactions requiring different degrees of intensity of
determining the intentions of the parties or is this at your discretion? If so, please give
examples.

A. As stipulated in Article 13 of the Ordinance, regarding whether or not the parties
have given reasonable consideration to the matter, the notary must caution the
persons concerned and have them provide the necessary explanation, but the nature
of the caution and the contents of the explanation will differ depending on the
particular legal transaction. Regarding the preparation of a notarial instrument for a
voluntary guardianship contract, the specific items requiring explanation are
stipulated in a circular notice.

(e) Are there official activities of the notary for which it is not required by law to find
out the intentions (e.g. signature certifications, other certificates)?

A. There are no laws or regulations prescribing such activities.

(f) Nevertheless, in exceptional cases, may the notary be obliged on the basis of general
principles to question the facts of the case if certain indications are presented?

A. As stated in B) VII) 2) (a) above, if the notary has doubts as to whether a juridical
act is valid, whether the parties gave reasonable consideration to the matter or
whether there was the capacity to act, the notary must caution the persons concerned,
and have them provide the necessary explanation.

4) Please explain the system of notarial information obligations, in particular with regard to
legal consequences.

(a) Are the information obligations regulated by law?

A. According to Article 13 of the Ordinance, since the notary must caution the persons
concerned, and have them provide the necessary explanation as to whether or not the
parties have given reasonable consideration, if the notary decides that there are
doubts as to whether the party fully understands the legal consequences and has
given reasonable consideration to the matter, the notary is required to provide
information so that the parties can give such reasonable consideration.

(b) Is there still a margin of discretion?

A. Regarding the notarial instrument for a voluntary guardianship contract, the specific
items to be indicated are as given in the notification of B) VII) 3) (d) above, but in
general, the extent to which information should be provided differs depending on the
extent of the parties’ understanding, and the judgment on the extent of understanding
is basically up to the discretion of the notary.

(c) Is there an increased obligation to inform the parties in certain constellations (e.g.:
entrepreneur/consumer)?

A. There are no laws or regulations that have different provisions on the obligation of
notaries to provide information depending on the attributes of the client.

(d) Please describe briefly on what topics the notary has to inform the parties.
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A. The contents of matters to be notified to the parties differ depending on the content
of the notarial instrument to be prepared and the understanding of the parties, but
generally speaking, in cases where there is doubt as to whether or not a juridical act
is valid, whether the parties have given reasonable consideration to the matter or
whether there is the capacity to perform a juridical act as described in B)VI) 2) (a)
above, the caution to the persons concerned will include an explanation to encourage
the understanding of the parties with regard to the content or the legal effects of the
notarial instrument that is to be prepared,

(e) Does the notary also act as an economic advisor?

A. The notary will not assist from the viewpoint of economic interests or losses beyond
the extent necessary to examine the legality and feasibility of the contents of the
instrument.

5) Is the notary obliged to execute the transaction?

A. Generally, there is no such obligation, but when preparing a notarial instrument for a
voluntary guardianship contract, it is necessary for the notary to commission the Legal
Affairs Bureau to register the voluntary guardianship contract (Article 57-3, paragraph
(1) of the Act).

6) If so, which obligations (submission to the public register, monitoring of the purchase
price payment, release of encumbrances etc.) does he have in this case?

A. As described in B) VII) 5) above.

VIl) The role of notaries in the fight against crime, in particular money laundering

1) Please explain the obligations of notaries in the fight against crime, in particular money

laundering.

A. With regard to money laundering, in Japan, according to the Act on the Prevention of
Criminal Proceeds, certain obligations are imposed on specified business operators such
as a financial institution such as being required to confirm the matters pertaining to
identify at the time of a transaction, to create and save confirmation records and
transaction records, etc., and to report suspicious transactions etc. Specified business
operators include financial institutions, judicial scriveners, administrative scriveners,
certified public accountants, tax accountants, and attorneys (partial obligation), but
notaries are not stipulated as specified business operators, and therefore no obligation is
imposed on the notary under the laws and regulations.

In addition, from November 30, 2018, through an amendment of the Ordinance, when a
notary authenticates the articles of incorporation of a stock company, general
incorporated association or a general incorporated foundation, the notary must make
declare information such as the name of the person who is the substantial controller of
the company and whether or not the person falls under the category of an organized
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crime member or international terrorist. If that person falls under these categories or
refuses to submit a declaration form, in principle, the application for authentication will
be rejected.
2) If there is an obligation to report: How many cases of money laundering have been
reported in your country in the last 3 years?

A. As described in B) VIII 1) above, the notary has no reporting obligation and there is no

data on the number of reports.
3) In which cases are notaries exempt from the reporting obligation?

A. As described in B) VIII) 1) above, the notary has no reporting obligation, and therefore,
there is no need to be exempt from obligation.

4) Which cases are subject to a threat of penalties for the notary?

A. In cases of the authentication of the articles of incorporation of the above B) VIII 1), if
the application for authentication which should have been rejected was not rejected or
where there was a failure to conduct a possible investigation, the notary may be subject
to disciplinary action as a violation of laws and regulations.

IX) Organisation of the notarial office

1) Is the notary obliged to take specific measures?

A. When a notary intends to establish an office in the place designated by the Minister of
Justice, the notary is required to attach a document to the application for approval
stating the position, the structure of the building and the environs and obtain approval
from the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau with
which the notary is affiliated (Article 1 of the Ordinance). The same is true when
relocating the office.

2) Are there regulations for the purchase of certain work equipment? Are there any special
provisions concerning the notary's employees? Can other bodies (Ministry of Justice,
notary's self-governing body) require the notary to employ specific persons? If so, please
explain the concrete form of this obligation. Who pays these persons?

A. (1) Purchase method of the equipment and furniture
There are provisions in the Ordinance on the size of the seal etc. to be used by the
notary and the format of the books to be kept, but there are no provisions on the
method of purchase. In addition, regarding electronic notarization, consideration
is given to whether the notary is taking measures to store the necessary computer
and peripheral equipment required for the handling of the electromagnetic records,
and to ensure their smooth and secure operation, when the Minister of Justice
specifies “designated notaries” to handle the electronic authentication.
(2) Employees of the notary
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The notary is able to appoint a clerk to assist with the duties of the notary, and the
notary is required with regard to a person who applies to become a clerk to attach
documents such as a resume written by the applicant to the application to be
submitted to the Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau, etc. in order to obtain
approval, and to have the clerk pledge to fulfil the duty of maintaining
confidentiality in relation to the notary’s duties (Article 24 of the Act, Articles 5
and 6 of the Ordinance).
In this way, the recruitment of a clerk requires the approval of the Director, but the
employment of such clerk is based on an employment contract under private law
between the clerk and the notary, and the salary of the clerk is paid for by the notary.

X)) Use of technology and new technologies

1) Which IT equipment is the usual standard in your country?

A. In general, computers connected to the Internet, mobile devices such as smart phones,

printers, fax machines, and other equipment are considered to be standard.
2) Is the use of certain technology mandatory?

A. In order to conduct electronic notarization services such as authentication of electronic
articles of incorporation, it is necessary to use a computer that is connected with a
dedicated line and, in this sense, it is mandatory.

3) Please describe the legal framework of the use of IT.

A. In November 2000, the “Basic Act on the Formation of an Advanced Information and
Telecommunications Network Society) (IT Basic Act)” was promulgated to provide the
basic policy on the use of IT throughout the country. The purpose of this Act is, in light
of the urgent need to appropriately keep pace with the rapid and drastic changes taking
place on a global scale in the socio-economic structures due to the use of information
and telecommunications technologies, to swiftly and thoroughly introduce measures for
the formation of an advanced information and telecommunications network society”,
and the Act indicates the basic policy of measures to be promoted in each field.
Subsequently, legislation was expanded in line with the basic policy in the fields
indicated in the Basic IT Act, namely, (1) the field of “promotion of use of information
communication technology in administrative informatization and public fields” (“Act on
Preserving Electronic Books”, “Information Disclosure Act”, and “Act Relating to
Digitalization of Administrative Procedures™) (2), the field of “promotion of electronic
commercial transactions” (“Electronic Signatures Act”, “IT Document Package Act”,
“Special Measures on the Civil Code Concerning Electronic Consumer Contracts and
Electronic Acceptance Notices”, and “Provider Responsibility Restrictions Act” (3) the
field of “formation of the world’s top advanced information and telecommunications
network”  (“partial revision of the Copyright Act”, “Information and
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Telecommunications Act” etc.), and (4) the field of “ensuring the safety and

trustworthiness of advanced information and telecommunications networks

(“Unauthorized Computer Access Prohibition Act”, “Specified Mail Transmission

Optimization Act”, “Personal Information Protection Act”, “Whistleblower Protection

Act”, and “Financial Instruments and Exchange Act”).

4) Do you use digital signatures?
A. Yes, we do.

(a) If so, for what kind of documents is the electronic signature used?

A.Regarding notarization work, electronic signatures in electronic private instruments
and electronic signatures in electronic articles of incorporation are used.
Specifically, if a party acknowledges in the presence of a notary that he or she added
an electronic signature to the above information recorded electromagnetically, the
notary also attaches an authentication statement through electromagnetic means, and
authenticates the electromagnetic record by adding an electronic signature and the
electronic certificate of a designated notary.

(b) Who is responsible for the technical basis of the signature?

A. Regarding electronic notarization work involving a notary, the client is to apply
through the Internet using the Ministry of Justice’s “registration and deposit online
application system”, and the Ministry of Justice stipulates some of the electronic
signature standards to be used at that time in the “Ministerial Order on Processes
Relating to the Electromagnetic Records Conducted by Designated Notaries”. If the
question of the technical basis of the signature refers to the standards, etc., the
responsibility would rest with the Ministry of Justice.

(c) How is this device controlled?

A. Regarding the devices used by the notary, a business operator which has entered
into a contract with the Japan National Notaries Association constantly monitors
whether the devices are working normally.

(d) Does the electronic signature merely provide proof of the identity of the signatory or
does it at the same time provide certainty about the exercise of his public authority
and turn the document into an authentic instrument?

A. In cases where a notary authenticates an electronic private instrument or electronic
articles of incorporation, the notary does not simply attach an electronic signature,
but also adds an authentication statement through electromagnetic means to the
effect that “the client acknowledged in the presence of the notary that the client
added an electronic signature to the electromagnetically recorded information”, and
therefore, the notary attaches his or her electronic signature and an electronic
certificate of the designated notary, and in this way, electronic data is composed
which definitively indicates that the electronic private instrument or the electronic
articles of incorporation were authenticated by a notary who has the authority of
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authentication.
5) Electronic archives
(a) Does your notarial organisation/state or any other organisation in your country have
electronic archives?

A. Regarding electronic data pertaining to the electronic articles of incorporation that
have been authenticated, such data is entrusted to a business operator, which has
entered into a contract with the Japan National Notaries Association holding the
system, and which stores the electronic data.

In addition, with respect to wills in the form of a notarial instrument, in order to be
able to restore a notarial instrument when the original of the notarial instrument
in a paper form which was stored by the notary office has been lost, the Japan
National Notaries Association itself keeps the electronic data of the original paper
notarial instrument at an archive in Japan.
(b) If so, please explain which archives exist, who administers them and how they are
structured.

A. As described in B) X) 5) (a) above.

6) Is the use of an authentication by videoconference without the physical presence of the
parties permissible and if so, do the parties use the system? How is the identification of
the parties ensured in case of transactions subject to authentication?

A. With regard to the authentication of electronic articles of incorporation, the use of
videoconference has been accepted since 29 March 2019. Confirmation of the identity of
the parties through this system shall be done by comparing the certificates of proof and
other documents with the image of the client on the screen through a television monitor.

7) Is "blockchain technology" used in your country? If so,, how is it applied?

A. Although blockchain technology is not being used in notarization work, in general,
putting aside blockchain technology relating to cryptocurrencies, we have reached the
stage where verification tests envisaging specific use are being conducted not only in the
financial industry but also in other industries.

8) Are crypto currencies, such as bitcoins, accepted as means of payment or do the parties
use crypto currencies, such as bitcoins, as means of payment? If so, please explain the
procedure; if not, are there any concrete plans to do so?

A. Cryptocurrencies are also being accepted as a means of payment to a certain extent in
Japan, but cryptocurrencies have also become an object of public concern owing to such
problems as when a large amount of cryptocurrency was leaked illegally leading to a
sharp drop in the market price.

With respect to notarization work, we do not allow the use of cryptocurrencies as a
means of payment of the commission, etc. of the parties, and at this stage there are no
plans to approve this in the future.
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9) Is the so-called “LegalTech” used in your country? (Programs allowing carrying out due
diligence procedures at least in part already fully electronically. These programs are able
to read texts and check for special contents).

A. Electronic technology referred to as legal tech includes an extensive range of things, but
in terms of tax practices, tax returns are already being filed online, and there are a
number of private companies and law firms which use electronic technology in order to
search for necessary evidence, and to create and preserve information as a system to
support litigation. Due to such trend, consideration is also being given in the field of
civil litigation to data conversion of litigation documents and submission of such data to
the courts, some of which are being put into practice in Japan, and further consideration
is being given to their use.

10) Smart contracts (=computer protocols that represent or check contracts or provide
technical support for the negotiation or execution of a contract. The aim of smart
contracts is to provide consumers with an instrument with which they can draft contracts
independently without the need for competent legal advice or support.)

(a) What is the role of "smart contracts" in your country?

A. Smart contracts are basically understood to be based on block chain technology, and
are understood to still be in the stages of development even in this field of
technology, and are therefore not recognized to play a specific role except in the
field of some cryptocurrencies.

(b) What advantages and disadvantages do you see when using so-called "smart
contracts"? [s it possible to preserve the purpose of the authentication procedure and
the function of the notary even when using a "smart contract”?

A. Even though smart contracts do, in some areas, contribute to ensuring the
authenticity of the signature and the integrity of the document (that is, shows that it
has not been tampered with) as long as the smart contract is basically based on block
chain technology, it cannot be denied that the same kind of instability and
uncertainty exists as those cited as actual problems of cryptocurrencies in the above
B) X) 8). In terms of use in notarization work, the notary who is a legal expert has to
ask questions and give explanations to the parties in accordance with the
characteristics of the individual contract and the level of understanding of the parties,
while attempting to understand the real intention of the parties, and therefore, the
involvement of the notary in a physical sense, in such process, is absolutely
indispensable.

11) Are there other future IT projects?
A. Yes.
12) If so, please describe them briefly.

A. We are planning to provide “super fast-track option” with regard to establishment of
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stock companies by the end of March 2020, in which a client can make simultaneous
applications for certification of the article of incorporation and registration of foundation,
thereby enabling to set up a stock company within 24 hours.

13) In your opinion, what opportunities and risks do new technologies imply for the notariat?
A. At least within the scope of the current new technology, only the proof of the
authenticity of the signature and the integrity of the document can be proved, and the
intention and level of understanding of the parties as described in the above B) X) 10)
cannot be confirmed, and although it is true that certain benefits exist with regard to this
certificate, it is thought that the role of the notary will most definitely not cease to exist
with regard to creating certificates, and even in terms of authentication.

XI ) Register/electronic legal transactions/communication with authorities and
courts/parties/other legal experts/notaries with each other and with professional
organisations

1) Which public registers (e.g. commercial register, land register, register of wills, registers
of powers of attorney, matrimonial property register, etc.) exist?

A. The following are the main public register systems:

(1) Commercial registration, corporate registration (registration of certain matters which
are important for transactions relating to companies and juridical persons (trade name,
name, address, name of the representative, etc.).

(2) Real estate registration (registration of the current physical state and rights
concerning land and buildings).

(3) Registration of claims assignment and movables (registration of specific items of
claims and movables in order to fulfill the perfection requirements vis-a-vis a third
party in relation to a corporation assigning a claim or assigning movables).

(4) Registration of a guardian for an adult (registration of the authority of the guardian
and contents of the voluntary guardianship contract, etc.)

(5) Registration of matrimonial property (although there is a system of matrimonial
property contracts for the registration of marital property, in Japan marital property
contracts are very rarely used, and since there are only a handful of cases of
registration per year, it does not seem relevant to discuss this at length).

Although there is no legal system for the registration of wills or registration of the
power of attorney, the Japan National Notaries Association has created a database for all
wills by notarized document prepared from 1989 onwards where the date of preparation,
the notary office preparing the document, the name of the notary who prepared the
document can be searched using the name and date of birth of the testator. Regarding
wills by holograph document, an act relating to a system for preserving such documents
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at the Legal Affairs Bureau (“Act Relating to the Storage of Wills at the Legal Affairs
Bureau”) was promulgated, and will enter into force on July 10, 2020.
2) Please indicate in each case:
(a) Is there electronic access to public registers?

A. Interpreting electronic access to mean that the registered information is ready for
viewing via the Internet and that it is possible to obtain some of the registered
information, it is as described in B) XI) 2) (b) below, but with regard to public
registration, although electronic access is possible for some public registered
information, there is no public registered information where it is possible for persons
other than the persons in charge of the registration to directly rewrite the data in
relation to the registered electronic data.

(b) Who can access the data under which conditions (e.g. only a notary in the event of a
legitimate interest or any person)?

A. Regarding legal registration as shown in the above B)XI) 1), the public registers
which any person is able to electronically access are: (1) commercial registration /
corporate registration, and (2) real estate registration. With regard to (3) the
registration of claims assignments and the registration of movables, anyone can
electronically access information other than information which identifies the claim
or movables, but only the parties involved or other interested parties can
electronically access information that identifies the claim or movables.

Regarding “registration of a change or termination of registration” relating to (1) to
(4), the applicant for the registration can apply for registration by electronic means,
but upon receiving the application, the registrar, who is the person in charge of the
register, determines whether registration is possible, accesses the database, and
registers the change or termination of the registration.

Only the registrar is able to directly alter the data. The notary does not have such
authority.

(c) Who keeps the register?

A. Although it is an official of the Ministry of Justice of the Legal Affairs Bureau or the
District Legal Affairs Bureau who keeps the register, the register for the registration
of claim assignments and registration of movables in the above B)XI)1)(3) and the
register for the registration of guardianship in (4) can only be kept by an official of
the Ministry of Justice of the Tokyo Legal Affairs Bureau.

A. The persons who are able to submit an application for the legal registration
indicated in B) XI) 1) are as follows.

(1) The representative of the company or other juridical person which is applying
for commercial or corporate registration with regard to commercial registration
or corporate registration.

(2) With regard to real estate registration, the registration of the indication is made
by the owner of the real estate, and the registration of the right to register
relocation, etc. is carried out jointly by the parties to the contract relating to
changes in the right to relocate, except for cases where a judgment is rendered
by the courts.

(3) With respect to registration of the assignment of a claim and registration of
movables, the assigner (or pledge holder) and the assignee (or pledgee) will
jointly submit the application, except for cases where a judgment is rendered by
the courts.

(4) With regard to the initial registration of guardianship of an adult, the family
court commissions the registration pertaining to statutory guardianship, and with
regard to registration of a voluntary guardianship contract, the notary who
prepared the notarial instrument for the voluntary guardianship contract
commissions the registration.

(d) What are the registration requirements?

A. The documents and other materials that need to be attached to the registration
application for each respective registration are specified (the details of which are
omitted because they are extremely detailed).

(e) Does the access allow the transmission of documents and data so that the registration
authority can administer the registers accordingly or does it also allow for the direct
entry of the data by the notary?

A. Regarding registrations where the application can be submitted online, applicants

are able to send documents and data through electronic means, but even in these
cases, some of the attached documents required in the application cannot be sent
online and ultimately have to be sent by post or submitted at the counter.
Even in the registration of a voluntary guardianship contract where the notary
commissions the registration, the notary is unable to directly access the register and
directly input data. The notary sends a transcript of the notarial instrument
prepared in paper form by post, and commissions the registration.

(f) Can the data only be submitted electronically or also in paper form?

A. Regarding electronic submissions, it is as described in B)XI) 2) (f) above.

In general, applications tend to be submitted in paper form, and even with regard to
applications where applications can be submitted online, applications can still be
submitted at the counter or by post, and in this case, the application is in paper form.

(g) Do entries in the register have a constitutive substantive legal effect?

A. Of the registrations of B) XI) 1) above, (1) commercial registration/corporate
registration has the legal effect of certifying that the company was established at the
time of the registration through the registration of the formation of the company or
other juridical person.
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In the case of (2) real estate registration and (3) registration of the assignment of
claims and registration of movables, a right is not established through the
registration, and it is simply that perfection requirements are acquired vis-a-vis a
third party.

With regard to (4) registration of guardianship of an adult, in the case of a statutory
guardian, the statutory guardianship is initiated by the judgment itself on the
commencement of guardianship by the court even though the registration of the
contents is commissioned by the court, but in the case of voluntary guardianship, it
commences through the family court appointing a supervisor for the voluntary
guardian, and is based on the premise that registration of voluntary guardianship has
been completed with regard to petitioning for such appointment.

(h) Is the register endowed with public faith?

A. The registers of the above B)XI) 1) are endowed with public trust, but a false
registration is not deemed to have the same effect as a genuine registration right
through until the point of its cancellation except for registration of incorporation for
(1) commercial registration/corporate registration (even if an action is filed to
invalidate incorporation, the registration will only be invalid towards the future).

(1) Are these registrations made on a voluntary basis or are registrations prescribed by law
and may be enforced if necessary?

A. Some of the registrations pertaining to the register of the above B) XI) 1) are
mandatory due to sanctions of monetary payments or other sanctions being imposed
in the case of failure to register, but unless a judgment is rendered by the court or
other such cases, the registration will not be forcibly carried out without the
intervention of an obligor of registration. Moreover, with regard to registration of the
guardianship of an adult, the family court in the case of statutory guardianship, or
the notary who prepared the notarial instrument in the case of voluntary
guardianship respectively commission the registration and registration is carried out.
In addition, as described in B)XI) 2) (h) above, out of the (1) commercial
registration/corporate registration, the incorporation of the company or other
juridical person will not take effect until the registration has been completed, and out
of (4) registration of guardianship of an adult, even in the case of voluntary
guardianship, the effect of voluntary guardianship will not take effect unless the
registration has been completed, and the registration itself is voluntary to those
seeking it.

(j) How do notaries in your country communicate electronically with authorities and
courts/parties involved/other legal experts/ other notaries and with professional
organisations (e.g. via a secure electronic mailbox)? If there is some kind of secure
electronic mailbox please explain its legal and technical design and function.

A. Each notary sends or receives electronic data to and from the parties, other notaries
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and other legal experts using devices and equipment usually via email. In doing so, a
password is set when appropriate, but a secure electronic mailbox is not used.

XI[) Organisation of the profession and relationship between the notariat and the State

1) Are there any professional organisations or similar professional associations in your
country?

A. There exist the Japan National Notaries Association and district notary association
(hereinafter referred to as “district association”) which is established for each
jurisdictional district of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau
(Article 49, paragraph (1), Article 43 paragraph (1) of the Ordinance).

2) Is membership mandatory or voluntary?

A. Membership is mandatory (Article 50, Article 44 of the Ordinance).

3) Please explain the structure of the professional associations (legal personality, bodies,
composition and appointment of the board).

A. Neither the Japan National Notaries Association nor district associations have a
juridical personality. However, among district associations, only Tokyo Notaries
Association has established Tokyo Notary Foundation, which is a general incorporated
foundation where all of its members comprise the members of the foundation, and it
conducts the work of construction and maintenance of the necessary facilities to store
and manage the notarial instruments and other documents for which the member
notaries assume the obligation of retention.

All of the notary associations and notaries become members of the Japan National
Notaries Association (Article 50 of the Ordinance), and there is a General Assembly
(Articles 10 to 19 of the Articles of Association of the Japan National Notaries
Association (hereinafter referred to as “Articles of Association”), Board of Directors
(Article 24, Article 25 of the Articles of Association), various committees (Article 28,
Article 29 of the Articles of Association), a Secretariat (Article 27 of the Articles of
Association), and a President, Vice President, inspectors and other officers (Article 20,
paragraph (1) of the Articles of Association). Officers are appointed by election or other
methods at the General Assembly (Article 22, paragraphs (1) and (2) of the Articles of
Association).
Notaries become members of the notary association established within the jurisdictional
district of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau with which they are
affiliated (Article 44 of the Ordinance), and its composition, appointment of officers and
other matters are almost the same as with the Japan National Notaries Association.
4) Please describe the relationship of professional associations to the judiciary and other
state authorities and, if there are several professional associations, their relationship to
each other.
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A. The Japan National Notaries Association and the district associationlay down the
articles of association for their establishment, and must obtain the approval of the
Minister of Justice (Article 51, Article 45, paragraph (1) of the Ordinance), and
notification must also be submitted without delay with regard to the appointment or
dismissal of officers to the Minister of Justice in the case of the Japan National Notaries
Association and to the corresponding Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or the District
Legal Affairs Bureau in the case of an district association(Article 53, Article 46 of the
Ordinance). Meanwhile, with regard to the notarization work, the Japan National
Notaries Association may submit proposals or answer questions to the Minister of
Justice while an district associationmay submit proposals or answer questions to the
corresponding Director of the Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau
(Article 52, Article 47, paragraph (1) of the Ordinance).

The Japan National Notaries Association aims to implement the processes concerning
communication and guidance for the notary associations and notaries in order to improve
and unify the notarization work and to maintain the quality of the notaries (Article 49
paragraph (2) of the Ordinance), and the district associationsare supposed to report to
the Japan National Notaries Association when establishing or changing the articles of
association, or appointing or changing the officers (Article 36 of the Articles of
Association), but if the Japan National Notaries Association intends to make the
abovementioned recommendations, it should request district associationsto offer their
opinion where necessary (Article 38, paragraph (1) of the Articles of Association), and
moreover, if an district associationfinds a matter which it thinks would be reasonable for
the Japan National Notaries Association to include as a recommendation to the Minister
of Justice, it may submit an opinion to such effect to the president of the Japan National
Notaries Association (Article 39, paragraph (1) of the Articles of Association).

5) What tasks do the professional organisations perform?

A. The Japan National Notaries Association, pursuant to the objective of B) XII) 4) above,
performs the work of (1) matters concerning surveys and research and management of
interpretation of the notary-related laws, (2) matters concerning improvement of the
notarization work, (3) matters relating to research on the notaries’ professional ethics,
(4) matters concerning publicity for the notarization system, (5) matters concerning
surveys and research on the notarization system of other countries and communication
and negotiation with foreign notary associations, (6) matters concerning investigation
and research of case examples concerning notarial affairs, and (7) matters concerning
journals and other publications and literature (Article 3 of the Article of Association).

6) What are the rights and obligations of professional organisations?

A. The Japan National Notaries Association has the responsibility to conduct activities
according to the objective of B) XII) 4) above, and has the authority to make the
proposals and reports of B)XIl) 4) above, but there are no other provisions as legal rights
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or obligations. The purpose of the district associationis also the same as that of the Japan
National Notaries Association (Article 43, paragraph (2) of the Ordinance), and its legal
rights or obligations are the same as those stated about the Japan National Notaries
Association. In addition, if an district association discovers an illegal act or degrading
behaviour with respect to any notary, it must report this fact to the Director of the Legal
Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau with which the notary is affiliated
(Article 48 of the Ordinance).

7) What obligations do notaries have towards professional associations (e.g.: information
duties, duties regarding "voluntary work" such as taking on lecturer activities)? Do fees
have to be paid to professional organisations? According to which criteria are the fees
calculated? Are they mandatory?

A. The notary is required to pay the initial membership fee and annual membership fees to

the Japan National Notaries Association (Article 7, paragraph (1), (2) of the Articles of
Association), and the amounts are determined by the General Assembly (Article 7,
paragraph (3) of the Article of Association), but there are no standards with regard to
calculation of the amounts. The obligation to pay the initial membership fee and the
annual membership fees is almost the same for thedistrict association.
In addition, the Code of Ethics stipulates that the notary must participate in the training
sessions held by the Japan National Notaries Association and the district
associations(Article 4 of the Code of Ethics) , strive to engage in public interest
activities appropriate for the mission (Article 6 of the Code of Ethics), proactively
participate and cooperate in the organizational operations and activities of the Japan
National Notaries Association and district association(Article 17 of the Code of Ethics),
follow recommendations or instructions when received from the Japan National
Notaries Association or an district associationin relation to the work, and faithfully
comply if asked to participate in a survey or requested give a report (Article 17 of the
Code of Ethics).

8) Is there a system of financial solidarity (e.g. payment of a minimum subsistence amount
for notaries with financially weak offices)? If so, please explain (in which cases the
payment takes place, how it is financed, who organises it, etc.).

A. According to the laws and regulations, two or more notaries are allowed to establish a
joint office where they share the office or income and expenditure in whole or in part if
this is necessary to streamline their work and improve the quality of the notaries (Article
54 of the Ordinance).

X 1) Supervision und disciplinary measures

1) Are there regular audits in the notarial offices?
A. As described in A)II) 2) above, the supervising officer is authorized to inspect the
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documents kept on file by the notary, and based on such authority, the Director of the
Legal Affairs Bureau or District Legal Affairs Bureau or an official of the Ministry of
Justice who has been so ordered must regularly visit the office of the notary and inspect
the documents kept by the notary and investigate the status of performance of the duties
(Article 39 of the Ordinance).

2) If so, in what time intervals

A. At least once a year (Article 39 of the Ordinance).

3) Please explain the procedure, the scope of the audit and the responsibilities.

A. Aside from inspecting the documents kept by the notary and investigating the status of
performance of the duties, there are no laws or regulations relating to the procedures or
scope of audit. The results of this audit are reported promptly to the Minister of Justice
(Article 39 of the Ordinance), and depending on the results, the disciplinary actions or
supervisory measures of A) II) 3) above may be taken.

4) Please explain the procedure of notarial disciplinary measures in your country
(jurisdiction, procedure, etc.).
A. As described in A)II) 2) above.
5) What acts are subject to disciplinary action?
A. As described in A) IT) 2) above.
6) What sanctions does the national disciplinary system provide for?
A. As described in A) 1I) 3) above.
7) What legal remedies are available against this?

A. With respect to sanctions which may be imposed as the exercise of public authority, an

administrative action can be brought to the court to request revocation.

C) Relations with other legal systems and institutions
I) How do you assess the influence of other legal systems, such as the Common Law
System, Scandinavian law, Islamic law and customary law for example in Africa on the
UINL and the Latin notariat in a maximum of S sentences?

A. Notaries affiliated with the Latin model of notary associations usuallyperform their duties
based on the laws of their own country. However, since the domestic laws of the countries
themselves are affected by other legal systems referenced in the question, it is inevitable
that they will be indirectly influenced by such legal systems. In addition, when those
notaries carry out their duties on matters related to people or property under other legal
systems, they will naturally be expected to perform their duties directly based on those
legal systems as well. The (Latin-type) notary associations to which these notaries belong
and the UINL to which those notary associations are affiliated are naturally directly and
indirectly influenced by other legal systems. In particular, the influence of the common law
system due to the magnitude of the political and economic influences of the countries
belonging to the system is thought to inevitably sway the basic direction of the activities of
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the UINL and the Latin-type notary associations.

II) How do you evaluate the influence of other institutions, such as the OECD, FAO or the
World Bank, especially regarding the Doing Business Report, on the UINL and the
Latin notariat in a maximum of S sentences?

A. The biggest problem is that these institutions do not appreciate the basic philosophy of the

UINL or the Latin-type notary associations which is that “the role of the notary is the core
of preventive justice”, and instead since they have a negative bias, they tend to move
towards reducing the areas of notary activities. How to go about dealing with this seems to
be a problem related to the foundational existence of the UINL and the Latin-type notary
associations.
On another front, from the perspective of reducing time costs and movement costs, these
institutions are demanding simplification of the transactions between remote parties and, in
other cases, are strongly demanding the use of electronic devices, but while there is some
rationale in these demands, there are some areas where it would be difficult to accept these
demands due to the need up till now for a physical face-to face meeting and based on the
current definition of a notarial instrument, and therefore, the basic concepts of the UINL
and Latin-type notary associations need to be further developed while adapting to a modern
social and economic environment.

D) Conclusion: The role of the notary in the 21 century
I ) Please describe in a maximum of 5 sentences which new influences of society are
relevant for a possible change of the role of the notary in your opinion?

A. The notary serves the role of preventing the occurrence of legal disputes among citizens
beforehand from a neutral and fair standpoint, and this role will never change, and should
not change.
However, since the object to be prevented beforehand is a legal dispute, the specific role of
the notary will vary depending on the laws of the country that granted the authority to the
notary. Moreover, since the basis of what constitutes fairness and neutrality depends on the
common sense of that country and underlying social and economic factors, the specific role
of the notary will also vary depending on these factors. Further, in order for a notary to play
this role, the role will be predicated on the technological advancements of that country, so
progress in such technology will also change the specific ways in which the notary is able to
serve his or her role.
In addition, since the laws, social and economic factors and technological advances in one
country will, in this modern world, be unavoidably influenced by other countries, the
specific role of the notary public will also be subject to change through the influence of
other countries.
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IT) Describe the notariat and the notary of the future in a maximum of S sentences.

A. Notaries should continue to serve the role of preventing the occurrence of legal disputes
between citizens beforehand from a neutral and fair standpoint. In addition, the notary
associations should not only support notaries so that they are able to serve this role, but
also instill the necessary discipline, and continue to be a presence ensuring cooperation
both inside and outside the jurisdictional district of the association, as well as between
countries.

For this reason, individual notaries and all notary associations should strive to learn about
domestic and foreign laws and acquire new technologies, and also make proposals on
legislation where necessary. In addition, their existence must always embody common sense
that is consistent with the social and economic factors in their areas of activity.

II) Do the principles in your country correspond to the requirements of the notariat of the
present and the future?
A. Although problems arise on a daily basis and there are areas which require further efforts
in the future, the principles laid down by the notary associations of Japan match insofar as
possible the demands made of the notaries in Japan, and we believe that the notaries also are
continuing to make constant efforts to match these expectations.
